B La conférence intitulée Convention européenne des
droits de ’homme et Charia intervient dans un contexte
particulier ou les organes de protection des droits de
’homme sont de plus en plus confrontés a un contenti-
eux mettant en cause des aspects de la Charia. Plus
encore, la question de sa compatibilité avec les normes
protectrices des droits de ’lhomme est clairement posée.
En ce sens, le rapport adopté par 'Assemblée parlemen-
taire du Conseil de I'Europe «Compatibilité de la charia
avec la Convention européenne des droits de 'lhomme:
des Etats Parties a la Convention peuvent-ils étre signa-
taires de la «<Déclaration du Caire»? (2019)» en constitue
un exemple significatif. Il conviendra donc de mettre en
évidence et classer les différents points de rencontre
entre la CEDH et la Charia et de déterminer si le positi-
onnement du juge européen face au particularisme isla-
mique, qui est souvent source de malentendu, rejoint
celui dautres organes de protection des droits de
’homme (Cour africaine des droits de 'homme et des
peuples ; comité des droits de ’homme des Nations-
Unies...). Une approche ouverte et décloisonnée du droit
international des droits de 'homme est ici essentielle
dans la mesure ou le sujet amene a s'interroger sur la
conciliation entre le principe de luniversalité et une
approche pluraliste de la réalisation des droits de
’homme. Lavenement, certes timide, dun systeme
arabo musulman de protection des droits de 'lhomme
permettra également de nourrir cette approche compa-
rative.

European Anti-Discrimination Law: the
reach of discrimination grounds

Leiden

Outside Art. 21 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights, EU
non-discrimination law is characterized by a closed list
of discrimination grounds as defined in the TFEU and in
secondary law. The Court of Justice has held that this
list cannot be expanded through case law. Accordingly,
the meaning given to the relevant grounds (e.g. « sex »,
« sexual orientation », « ethnic origin ») is particularly
important in practice. The lecture will focus on the mea-
ning of discrimination grounds under EU law, in particular
as defined through the case law of the Court of Justice.
The lecture will also touch on the combination of grounds
in the framework of multiple discrimination.

The Free Movement of Rainbow Families
under EU law

The aim of this conference will be to explore the position
of rainbow families (i.e. families comprised of a same-
sex couple with or without children) under EU law, when
they decide to exercise their EU free movement rights
by moving from one EU Member State to another. The
conference will begin by explaining the difficulties that
rainbow families often face when they exercise their
free movement rights: due to the fact that family law
remains an area of national competence and, thus,
there remain significant differences in family law across
Member States (and in the regulation of same-sex
relationships) their family ties may cease to be legally
recognised when rainbow families cross the EU’s internal
borders. To date, the Court of Justice has been given the
opportunity to rule on this matter in two cases: the
Coman case (which involved the exercise of free move-
ment rights by a married, same-sex, couple) and the
V.M.A. case (which involved the cross-border recognition
of the parent-child relationship between a child and
both of her (same-sex) parents). Although the Court’s
approach in both cases has been hailed as a first,
positive, step towards the equal treatment of rainbow
families under EU law, a more careful reading of the
rulings demonstrates that the Court’s approach has
been cautious and leaves many questions unanswered.
The conference will, therefore, aim to assess the current
position of rainbow families under EU law (as established
through these rulings), to identify gaps in protection
which persist even after the delivery of these rulings, and
to consider what, if any, steps may be taken in the future,
in order to improve the position of rainbow families under
EU law.

Professor Alina Tryfonidou is Professor of European
Law at Neapolis University Pafos. She is, also, a Visiting
Professor of Law at the University of Reading (UK).
Having spent most of her academic career in the UK (as
a Lecturer at the University of Leicester (2007-2011);
and as a Lecturer (2011-2013); Associate Professor
(2013-2018), and Professor (2018-2021) at the University
of Reading), she decided to relocate to Cyprus in 2021,
where she took up the post of Professor of European
Law, at Neapolis University Pafos. Professor Tryfonidou
obtained her LLB (2007), LLM (2002) and PhD (2008)
from King’s College London, where she also taught
European Law as a Visiting Tutor (2005-2007) and Visit-
ing Lecturer (2010-2011). She is an Associate of King’s
College (AKC) since 2008, a non-practising member of
the Cyprus Bar since 2003, a Fellow of the Centre of
European Law at King’s College London since 2007, and
a Fellow of the UK Higher Education Academy (now
Advance HE) (FHEA) since 2016. In 2004, Professor
Tryfonidou completed a Blue Book traineeship at the
European Commission (DG MARKT - now DG GROW),
and in 2010-2011 she was an IALS Visiting Fellow in London.
In 2021-2022, Professor Tryfonidou was a member of the
European Commission Expert Group on the Recognition
of Parenthood between Member States, which aimed to
assist the European Commission in the preparation of a
legislative proposal for a Regulation which will require
the cross-border recognition of parenthood in the EU.
She, also, sits on the Editorial Board of the Cyprus
Review. Professor Tryfonidou’s main research interests
lie in European law, focusing on EU free movement law,
family law, and the rights of sexual minorities.
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The Concealment Controversy - Sexual
Orientation, Discretion Reasoning and the
Scope of Refugee Protection

To what extent can asylum seekers live their sexual,
political, religious identity ‘freely and openly’? Must they
contribute to their own protection in their countries of
origin through “discreet’ behaviour? If not, what does it
mean that refugee law provides ‘surrogate’ protection
for very serious situations only? Although it has repeat-
edly been rejected by high-level judgments, the idea
that a claim for international protection can be rejected
on the basis that the claimant behave “discreetly’ in their
country of origin has remained resilient in asylum claims
based on sexual orientation, but also other grounds of
claim. An exploration of the resilience of this doctrinal
figure seemingly incompatible with the basic tenets of
refugee law will lead onto a journey through the complex
underbelly of refugee law doctrine and confront some of
the fundamental questions about the scope of refugee
protection.

Professor Janna Wessels is Assistant Professor at the
Amsterdam Centre for Migration and Refugee Law (ACMRL),
Vrije Universiteit Amsterdam.

Migrants and States
before the European Court of Human Rights’. She was
previously involved in the Mercator Foundation funded
project ‘Human Rights challenges to European Migra-
tion Policy (REMAP)’, which has led to a co-authored
monograph published with Hart and Nomos in 2022, and
the Horizon 2020 project PROTECT - The Right to Interna-
tional Protection, exploring the legal implications of
the UN Global Compacts on Refugees and Migrants.
